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As some of you know at the end of fiscal year 2003 the Home Association had somewhat of
afinancia crisis. Our hall rentals were down and our expenses were higher than the income.
Part of the financial crisis was due to alaw suit that was filed against the Home Association.

Shortly after the club room was opened one of our members stopped by the club room after
work and had afew drinks. The member left and was subsequently involved in an accident
that resulted in injury to people in the other vehicle. There was alaw suit against the
member but the member was uninsured. The injured party subsequently sued the Knights of
Columbus in Cottleville. The insurance that we had did not cover us against the law suit. We
had to hire alawyer and fight the case. We settled out of court and had to pay $25,000.00.
Additionally, legal fees were approximately $15,000.00. We were able to recoup $8,750.00
In a settlement from our insurance agent’ s business insurance. Our agent should have made
sure we had been offered insurance to protect us against such a suit. We now areinsured
against such an occurrence. After everything was settled this incident cost the council
approximately $31,000.00 and almost put us out of business.

At the end of 2003 the Home Association board made some tough decisions to cut costs and
increase hall rentals. At the end of fiscal 2003 we had 8 wedding hall rentals on the books
for the year of 2004. The results have been much better than we expected. We were ableto
Increase bookings for the rest of 2004 beyond anything that we expected. Our income for
the 2004 fiscal year ended at $60,000.00 more than 2003. We also improved the marketing
of the hall and at the end of 2004 we had 34 weddings on the books for 2005.

The Home Association has started retiring debt. In the past 12 months we have retired
approximately $50,000.00 of debt. Our current debt is $827,500.00. We owe Sun Security
Bank $653,000.00, S& S Utility Contracting Co. $6,500.00 and we owe atotal of
$168,000.00 in bonds to our members who purchased bonds when we bought the property
that the KC Hall islocated on. For those who hold bonds and have not received any interest,
a$1,000.00 bond was worth $1,858.84 on January 1% of 2005. We will be actively working
on paying the bonds off during the next couple of years.

The future now looks bright and our debt is heading in the right direction. For your support
and hard work the Home Association wants to say “THANKS AND
