From the Grand Knight: 

 
Lent is over and so are the 
Blue & Gold banquets, winter 
high school sports banquets, 
and Lenten Fish Fries.  
HALLELUJAH!  Thank you 
to the Team Leaders and their 
team workers, the Cook Team 
workers, and the Ladies 
Auxiliary for all of their help at 
the banquets this winter.  

These banquets financially support the operation 
of our hall and provide the community with a nice 
gathering area and a good meal.  I also want to 
thank everyone that helped with the Lenten Fish 
Fries.  Our support from the community was 
overwhelming.  I especially want to thank the 
Ladies Auxiliary for the delicious desserts and 
helping in the preparation and serving the meals.  
We were also very appreciative of the help we 
received from the youths in our community.  I 
appreciate all of the help and I am very proud of 
the work all of you have done.  Everyone can take 
a well-deserved break until the Team Leaders call 
for your help with the spring high school sports 
banquets and monthly fish fries.  If you have not 
been able to help your council this winter, please 
help out this spring and summer. 
 
At our April meeting we will review the 
membership status of the council. During our 
March meeting the council voted to make the 
following changes to our council’s dues.  The new 
council level provision will reduce or eliminate 
dues for three groups of knights. 
(1)The first group is those knights which are 70 
years old or older, but do not meet the twenty-five 
years of consecutive service because of a break in 

service or joining the Knights of Columbus later in 
life. Below is the new proposed council level 
provision for members 70 years old or older: 

o 25 years non-consecutive service -  Exempt 
from dues, has option to pay $7.50 RIB 

o Less than 25 years service  -  
Dues reduced to $10.00 per year plus 

optional $7.50 RIB 
(2)The second group is those knights which are 75 
years old or older, regardless of years of service. 

o Exempt from dues, but will have the option 
of paying the optional $7.50 RIB. 

 (3)The third group is those knights which are in a 
long term care facility (i.e. nursing home, etc.) 
regardless of age. 

o Exempt from dues, but will have the option 
of paying the optional $7.50 RIB. 

Any member that would be covered by this new 
council level provision that has already paid their 
2005 dues will be refunded the difference. 
By April 1st we will have completed our dues 
collection for 2005.  A couple members have 
decided to no longer be members of the Knights of 
Columbus.  Members that have not paid their dues 
by April 1 will be suspended from our council.    
 
At our April meeting we will also discuss the 
financial status of the council.  The council has 
paid its rent to the Home Association through 
June.  Earlier this year the council was able to 
contribute $5,000 to various charities and paid 
$10,000 towards our council’s debt.  One proposal 
that will be discussed at the April meeting is 
paying the council rent directly to debt reduction.  
From the Lenten Fish Fries profits we are also in a 
position to again make additional payments 
towards the council debt and to assist local 
charities.  Contributions to the following
