·  The Home Association has restructured the 

operation of our banquet facility. The hall 
is now booked for a majority of the year 
due to the efforts of a group of dedicated 
men, ladies auxiliary members, and our 
new banquet hostess.  The sacrifices of 
these individuals have helped to insure the 
success of our facility.  

·  The community appreciates the work of 
our cook team (Denny Knobbe, Harry 
Schellenger, Greg Ferrario, and the Ladies 
Auxiliary servers) and the council banquet 
teams.  Thanks to Denny Knobbe, Jerry 
Berhorst, Clancey Duttlinger, and Mike 
Tiemann our sports fields are fantastic, and 
everyone enjoys the concession stand.  I 
appreciate all of the help I have received 
from Bill Hahn, Fred Bahr and Vince 
Brusca during our weekly work nights.  
Mike Ficken and Harry Schellenger have 
done a great job maintaining the building. 

·   The financial strength of the Council has 
grown in the past two years.  Bob 
Dreiseward leads our Council’s annual 
Funnel Cake Stand at the Festival of the 
Little Hills in St. Charles.
