Insurance Agent Repor t 

When we are working, we may have a few extra 
dollars in the checking or savings account to provide 
for unexpected car / home repairs etc. The worse 
case may be charging the bill on a credit card or 
taking a small loan and squeezing the payments out 
of future paychecks.  

When we retire or if one spouse dies, the family 
income is usually reduced and finances are much 
tighter and it is harder to pay off a credit card or loan 
on the reduced income.  

If you plan ahead, set up an emergency fund or 
include an amount in your life insurance to cover 
those unexpected bills to reduce the stress the family 
will be encountering at that time.  

Save enough cash or enough additional life 
insurance to cover about three to six month©s worth 
of expenses. The money will be there to cover 
emergencies rather than reducing your limited 
income to live on. If you use any of your emergency 
funds, replace the funds as soon as possible after you 
use them. You may want to keep your emergency 
fund separate to avoid using it for other expenses 
and not replacing it.  

Life insurance has typically been thought of to cover 
final expenses. However, it can do much more:  

 
Emergency fund. 
Pay off the mortgage.  
Provide for the children©s college education.  
Replace lost income for the spouse.  
Pay for child care of young children.  
Pay for long term care for spouse.  
Provide for the future needs of a handicapped child.  
Provide an estate for the family.
